MUSEUM

This initiative reveals the reality behind the work 
of art and the laborious task of the conserva-
tor-restorer who, in a pedagogical and engaging 
manner, clarifies questions, enumerates, and 
presents, in direct confrontation, the problems 
and appropriate solutions of the collection under 
intervention.
